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Company Saves Millions through 

Wellness Program

Since 1995, the 14,000 employees at one manufacturing site of Ontario, Canada-based Husky Injection Molding have had access to an onsite clinic with naturopathic physician as well as a medical doctor.  In addition, for the past three years, CAM-related employee benefits have provided access to an external network, with rates of $500/ year for chiropractic care, $500/year for dietary supplements, $500/year for naturopathic care (other than the onsite services), and $1000/year for physiotherapy. 

Outcomes to date include: 1) absenteeism is at 2.5 days per year, versus a national average of 6.5 days, resulting in an estimated $2 million in savings; and 2) the firm, due to low claims (0.8 injuries per 200,000 hours versus an industry average of 5.0 for the same time period), has the largest workers’ compensation rebate in Canada-receiving $1 million back on $2 million in payments.  Industrialist Robert Shad, who heads the firm, estimates that the wellness program saves Husky $4.6 million each year.
